e Your participation is entirely voluntary. You may refuse to take part in the interview, and you may stop at any time if you do not
want to continue. You also have the right to skip any particular question or questions if you do not wish to answer them.

e |t will take you about 10 minutes to complete the interview. In addition, the health measurements of the child will take about 5
minutes and the numeracy test (for children 12 to 14) will take the child 10 minutes to complete.

e You have the right to ask questions at any point before the interview, during the interview, or after the interview is completed.

e All information collected for this study will be kept strictly confidential. While the data collected will be used for research
purposes, information that could identify you or your household will never be publicly released in any research report or
publication.

o The intention of the study is to conduct further interviews with you or the child in the future. As a result, your personal details
and those of the child will be kept on record in order that you or the child can be re-contacted to participate in future studies
that form part of this project. However, we will ask your permission or the child’s permission to participate in the survey again
each time. Agreeing to participate now does not mean you or the child have to participate in future surveys.
